MEDIA Project
Your project was selected to be a part of the media packet, along with a limited number of other projects from other engineering schools/departments. This means that your project might receive some attention from the media on Friday at the Expo. 

Here are a few helpful tips for you to keep in mind:

--WEAR APPROPRIATE ATTIRE

Business casual is recommended. Basically, casual is fine, ragged is not. And no baseball hats please.

--SPEAK FOR A NON-ENGINEERING AUDIENCE

Simplify concepts and speak very clearly when describing your project. 

Avoid jargon and acronyms. Imagine you're describing things for a 10th grader or younger.

--DON'T RAMBLE and KEEP IT SHORT 

Short answers are better than long ones. Mention key points and consider the goals of the project. Try to stick to one or two messages and repeat them.  (One example:  "My senior project is hands-on engineering, and it gives me valuable experience that will help me graduate with a great engineering skill set. It includes everything from teamwork and communication to fundraising and engineering...all important things for me as a new engineer.")

--BE CAREFUL WHAT YOU SAY

Often the quote you wish you'd NOT uttered is the one they clip out for the evening news. Assume the camera and microphone is always on--to reporters, there is no such thing as “off the record.”

--KEEP IT POSITIVE

We want to show people that studying engineering at Oregon State is a good thing, so keep things positive.

--STATE HOW YOUR PROJECT WILL BENEFIT PEOPLE 

It's important to show how engineering improves life through innovation, so make it clear how your project could lead to a better life for others.

--HAVE FUN! AND SMILE!

Relax, be yourself, and enjoy the experience.

Please remember that there is no guarantee that the media will visit your particular project during the Expo, but our goal is for you to feel comfortable in the chance that the media do stop by.
